   We have been able to feed 287 families, thanks 
to the generosity of various organizations and 
individuals.  This includes numerous hours 
collecting and donating food to the Food Pantry as 
well as monetary donations.  These contributions 
have helped keep the Food Pantry stocked with 
necessary items.  This has allowed us to help 997 
of our neighbors, consisting of 35 elderly, 507 
adults, 455 children.   
   The monetary donations have allowed us to 
purchase food from the Regional Food Bank of 
Northeastern New York.  A total of 4084 pounds of 
food was purchased for $2062.08.  In addition the 
Food Pantry received another 5408 pounds of 
USDA food from the Regional Food Bank at no 
cost to us, but valued at over $1600.
